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The magnificent Woolwich Dock, carved into the sandstone cliff-face, is open
every day from sunrise to sunset. The walking track starts opposite the
Woolwich Pier Hotel on Gale Street and steps down through the Goat
Paddock which offers magnificent views over Sydney Harbour. It then crosses
over the dock via a temporary bridge and continues along the waterfront to
connect up with Clarkes Point Reserve. From there you can walk through the
Horse Paddock to Kelly’s Bush.

Public transport
Ferry service runs every day between Circular Quay and Valentia Street Wharf.

Bus 538,539 Woolwich Wharf to Gladesville (alight at Woolwich Road for
Woolwich Dock). Mon-Sat only.
